The scenery along Kolyma

6 Mar, 05 - 19:29

GPS-pos: N6803' | E157 28" | Alt: 5 M

-36 °F this morning which rose to -4°F at 2 p.m. It's been
sunny today and pretty much void of any wind this Sunday
the 6th of March. We've put 51 km;s behind us these last 3
days and after a bunch of easy nights in the tent, we've
ended up at a small but tiny logcabin at N 68°03'02.7 and E
157°28'20.5. The logcabin belongs to a hunter named
Sergey who's just served us one of the tastiest meals we've
eaten on this trip - a casserole made up of one ingredient
only, fresh caribou heart! Monotonous scenery

Since we left Zyryanka in November, the scenery along Kolyma has been pretty much exactly the same. Monotonously
the same. The further north we've come, the wider the river has become. It is at least 1 mile wide. It is surrounded on both
sides by 5 meter's high walls, which is densely covered by the thick taiga. On and off there's rolling hills covered by taiga,
but as a whole, the surroundings are sterile and is firmly in the grip of winter and the cold. So there's not much of joy for
the eye, as regards to the scenery. That is, during that short time you can see anything until the sunglasses fog up and
freezes.

We've had good skiing the last three days. Temperature's have been high so there's been a hard crust of snow making
everything a real enjoyment. First time really since we left Zyryanka in November. We've redressed completely and have
very little clothes on presently. We still perspire profoundly.

We're quite knackered right now, since we're putting a lot of effort in putting kilometers behind us. We're finally closing in
on Kolymskaya, which is at the most two weeks away.

Naturen och omgivningen langs Kolyma

-38°C pa morgonen, -20°C klockan tva, soligt och nastan vindstilla denna séndagen den 6 mars. Vi har nu avverkat pa tre
dagar foljande avstand: 13, 21 och idag 15 km. Och efter ett géng lugna nétter i talt har vi hamnat i en liten och prydlig
koja, N 68°03'02.7 och O 157°28'20.5, hos en jagare som heter Sergei som nyss bjudit oss pa en av resans godaste
maltider - en snabbgryta gjord pa farskt vildrenshjarta!

Anda sedan vi lamnade Zyryanka i november, s& har omgivningen i stort sett varit exakt lika. Monotont lika. Ju langre
norrut vi kommit, desto bredare har floden blivit och den &r i regel minst 1 km bred. Pa bagge sidor omges den av minst 5
meter hdga rasbranter som ar helt tickta av den tjocka, igenvéxta tajgan. Av och till dyker det upp bdljande asar, men
som helhet &r omgivningen helt steril och befinner sig helt i kélden och vinterns grepp. Sa inte ar det mycket till fréjd for
Ogat nér det galler omgivningen. Det man hinner se, vill séga, innan solglaségonen immar igen.

De senaste tre dagarna sa har vi haft en de skare och for férsta gangen sedan vi lamnade Zyryanka i november, sa har vi
njutit av &kningen. Det gar fort och allt &r betydligt |&ttare. Det blir varmare fér var dag som gar och nu har vi inte mycket
klader pa oss, men svettas anda kopidst.

Vi satsar pé att lagga kilometer bakom oss, sa just nu &r vi trétta. Mycket. Men det kdnns &nd& som om vi &ntligen kopplat
greppet om Kolymskaya. Vi bor vara dar inom tva veckor.

We've pitched our tent at N 67°57'01.3 and E 156°26'56.7. It's been a gray day, -22 °F plagued by
