16 Aug, 04 - 21:03

Forced, but needed, restday at N 62°02'35.4 E 150°12'09.4, cloudy, windy and the odd rainshower.
We caught three fish during the night. Just what we needed!

Well, regarding the subject of time pressure...What we know now is that the ice starts appearing on the Kolyma during the
first week of October. We have to reach the settlement of Zyryanka before this time. This is where we not long ago have
arranged to have all our wintergear sent. It is 850 km;s from where we are now to Zyryanka. We have a maximum of
seven weeks to do it, which means we have to do an average of 130 km;s a week. It is not impossible. Even now, though
we are far from fully fit, we average 25-30 km;s a day. Ok, conditions have been very good, but we paddle no more than
5-6 hours per day. However, it does mean we have to paddle 5 days a week, we cannot become ill, run into trouble with
accidents or bad weather. On top of this, we do carry a weight, us not included, around 250 kg;s!

It won't be easy and we won't get a lot of time to relax. Basically due the facts that we've chosen to constantly make fire to
avoid having to carry petrol, we've also chosen to fish and hunt, to avoid more weight and to get fresh prime food. No
doubt, it will be a struggle and a thriller whether we will make it or not! If not, we're in serious trouble!

Ja, tidspressen, ja. Vi vet att isen borjar sétta sig i Zyryanka, ett samhalle 1&ngs Kolyma dit vi nu ordnat sa att alla
vintergrejer skickas, under forsta veckan av oktober. Nar det hander méste vi vara dér. Sa ar det bara. Det aterstar drygt
85 mil dit. Vi har maximalt sju veckor pa oss, sa vi maste avverka drygt 13 mil i veckan. Det &r inte oméjligt. Redan nu,
langt ifran fullirdanade, men med de basta féutsattningar, gor vi mellan 25 och 30 km/dag. Men det kommer att innebara att
vi maste paddla 5 dagar i veckan, inte bli sjuka, réka ut fér olyckor och inte fastna i vaderproblem. Dessutom har vi en
vikt, oss férutom, pa 250 kg!

Det blir inte 1att och vi kommer inte att fa slappna av manga sekunder. Eftersom vi valt att chansa med att hela tiden géra

eld for att slippa bara med tungt brénsle, fiske och jakt skall ge oss lattare packning och béattre kost, sa blir det en kamp.
Thrillern fortsatter! Ja, nar Vi inte fram i tid, da har vi stora bekymmer!
