Sunny, -3°C to -7°C, Strong winds from SE 10 to 12 m/s

I've just made my way back inside the warm and cozy cot
after we've

checked and fetched the fishing nets in an inlet on the other
side of a

stormy Kolyma. A work that is freezing cold for the fingers.
The

temperature outside is now around -3°C but strong and icy
winds up to 10 to 12 m/s makes the actual temperature far
lower, around -15°C and to be able to check the nets we
had to break through a layer of thin ice.

While the wind is whirling around the tent Mikael is still outside by
the fire grilling some fillets from yesterdays successful hunt, 2 hares,
as one of them which will be tonight's dinner.

The fishing is still on!

As you understand by the low temperature, winter has arrived. The last

three days we've had temperature's below zero all the time, during the

nights as low as -10°C. This makes us a bit worried regarding whether we will be able to reach Zyryanka in time or not.
What we fear is that

we've stayed to long at this camp. It will take us four days of

demanding paddling to reach Zyryanka, but if the temperature keeps

falling during the nights, we might not get there in time before the ice

will cover the Kolyma! And if the wind will stay as strong as it is

right now, we won't be able to paddle at all!

This is the situation we fear the most. It's impossible to know when and

if there will be any change in weather. And even harder to know how when ice is making paddling impossible. We don't
worry that the main stream of the river will be freezing up yet, but the problem is that it might be very difficult, if not
impossible, to find a place to camp if the

sides of the river starts to freeze, and we can't keep on paddling

during the nights!

Despite this worry, there's no doubt that this is the weather and state

of the nature we prefer. Even if fingers are stiff, the surroundings are
really spectacular! The snow makes the days clear and clean and lights
up the dark evenings. The best part of the cold though, is probably the
possibility to stay outside and enjoy everything without mosquitoes,
small flies or gnats making life a misery!

Jag har precis kommit tillbaka in till virmen i katan efter det att vi

varit ute och plockat in fiskenaten i en vik pa andra sidan floden. Ett
iskallt arbete &t fingrarna! Utanfér ar temperaturen nu runt -3°C men
starka och isiga vindar pa 10 till 12 sekundmeter gor att det &r mycket
kallare, férmodligen runt -15°C, och for att kunna komma at naten blev
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vi tvungna att bryta oss genom en tun isskorpa som bildats under. Medans vinden viner runt taltet &r Mikael fortfarande
utanfér och grillar nagra filéer fran gardagens lyckade jakt, tva stycken harar varav en kommer att bli kvallens middag.

Som ni forstar av de l1aga temperaturerna, sa har vintern nu kommit. De
sista tre dagarna har temperaturen varit under nollan hela tiden och
under natterna sa kallt som -10°C. Det har gor oss lite oroliga
angaende om vi kommer att hinna till Zyryanka i tid eller inte. Vi &r
réadda att vi kanske stannat for lange vid det har lagret. Det kommer att
ta oss fyra dagar med hard paddling att na till Zyryanka, men om
temperaturen fortsatter falla under natterna kanske vi inte hinner dit i
tid innan tiden isen tacker Kolyma! Och fortséatter vinden att vara sa
stark som nu, kommer vi inte att kunna paddla alls!

Det har ar den situation vi fruktat mest. Det ar omdgjligt att veta nar

eller om vadret kommer att &ndra sig. Och &nnu svarare att veta nér isen gor att det blir omojligt att paddla. Vi &r inte
oroliga dver att

huvudstrdmmen av floden kommer att frysa till &n, men problemet ar att

det kan komma att bli valdigt svart, om inte oméjligt, att hitta

lagerplatser om kanterna pa floden bérjar frysa, och vi kan inte paddla

under nétternal

Trotts det hér problemet, &r det inga tvivel om att det har ar det vader

och skede i naturen som vi féredrar. Aven om fingrarna ar stelfrusna och kalla, & omgivningarna verkligen spektakulara!
Snoén goér dagarna klara och rena, och lyser upp de mérka kvallarna. Den basta delen av kylan dock, &r férmodligen
mojligheten att vara ute och njuta av allting utan att myggor, smaflugor och knott gor livet surt!

8 hours of demanding paddling and we've put up camp in a barren forest at N 64 °44;06.5 and E
153°01;41.9, 45 km;s done, strong headwind averaging 7 km/h, cold with temperatures below 0°C
